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Not an upgrade…but a 
completely new design.
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It is fast…because of hardware and software 
accelerators.

• In the past, less than 10% the CPU of your 
computer was used to drive (render) webpages.

• Now up to 90% of the CPU is used to drive 
webpages.
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• In the past, none of the G(raphics)  P(rocessing)  U(nit) 

was used to drive (render) webpages.

• Now, the GPU is dramatically speeding up 
the webpages.

• Now, vendors are writing software to use 
the GPU when using IE9.
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These three reason account 
for the high speed of IE9.

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Now…right click on the IE9 icon and you 
can go straight to you favorite website.
